Over the next dozen
years Jay moved to Director of Mountain Operations, VP of Mountain Operations, and VP of Resort Opera-
tions. His duties include the management of all ski operations and transportation, Resort services, Resort facili-
ties, Discovery Ridge, and the raw water system.
