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HELP! VOLUNTEERS NEEDED for RESCUE SQUAD !

We as Americans have become accustomed to
someone coming to our aid whenever we call for help.
Whether we feel sudden chest pain, have an injury or
have fallen and can’t get up (are we really getting that
old?), all we have to do is dial 911 and someone shows
up at our door. We here in Wintergreen are especially
fortunate to have experienced medics on staff 24 hours
a day to answer our calls for help.

Unfortunately, no matter how good the medic,
he or she cannot be of much help without others to sup-
port them. Someone has to drive the ambulance, some-
one has to take less serious patients to the hospital and
free up the professional staff so they are here for fires or
more serious rescue cases. That's where volunteers
come in.

As you are probably aware, we have a staff of
volunteer drivers and EMTs made up of your friends and
neighbors who assist our medics. Over the past year
we have lost a number of long time volunteer and are
now finding that at times we are dangerously low on
staffing. When this occurs we either have to pay for
hired help or do without and hope there are no calls dur-
ing the uncovered shifts.

Being a rescue squad volunteer is fun and re-
warding. All it takes is the ability to lift 50 pounds, a
clean driving record and a minimum of 24 hours a month
of your time. Uniforms, equipment and training are all
provided. If you think you might be interested, call 325-
9270 or speak to any of the current volunteers to learn
more.

Your rescue squad is there to answer your calls for help.

Theatrical Magic in Nellysford

| have uncovered yet another treasure just past
the seemingly untouched, surprisingly enriched town of
Nellysford, named if you remember for the first Postmis-
tress of the town, Nellie Garrett Martin. This time, one
must head down route 151 to Rockfish School Lane in
Afton to the Rockfish Community Center , where an
unobtrusive, dated building has come alive with theater
and cabaret music since October, 2005, when the Earl
Hamner Jr. Theater opened its doors to the public.

If you like theater, you will be truly amazed by the

professional excellence, the sophisticated, current explo-
ration of reality and yet the firm grounding of traditional
values that are combined in this charming, intimate set-
B ting. This is immediately evident in the
ﬂfl choice of the name of the theater. Earl
' Hamner, the consummate storyteller, is
| the creator of The Waltons as well as such
= $ " screenplays as Charlotte’s Web and
[ L. = scripts for the television classics The Twi-
light Zone and Falcon Crest. Earl Ham-
ner, who now resides in Studio City, California, was origi-
nally from Virginia, and was known to both of the artistic
directors of the Hamner Theater. His goal as a storyteller
was “that posterity may know of an age and a people
whose legacy has not, through silence, been permitted to
pass away as if a dream.” Peter Coy and Boomie
Pedersen have continued this dream, if you will, by
bringing community together to have a shared experience
and shed new light on the vision of reality. They them-
selves share an absolute passion for playwriting and dra-
matic production.

These two talented directors were brought to-
gether by a common friend and lighting designer, Larry
Hugo, great grandson of Victor Hugo . For any history
buffs out there, and I'll include myself, that adds a seren-
dipitous dimension to the drama of the place. Peter Coy
was a theater major at U. VA. where he also attended law
school. He taught drama, English and theater arts at
Woodbury Forest, also in Virginia. But the theater lured
him up to New York, where he attended graduate school
for the arts at NY State. And then he even dropped out
of the theater all together for some farming in New York.
Fortunately for us, he returned to Virginia, Nelson County
in particular, and decided to try his hand at opening a
theater. He and Boomie Pedersen received a grant
from the Virgina Commission for the Arts  to open the
theater at the Rockfish Community Center. Boomie, a
mother of six, was a scholarship dancer with the Joffrey
Ballet, majored in English, theater, and dance at Prince-
ton University, and has directed theater at the Live Arts in
Charlottesville as well as elsewhere. So, you see that

they bring much dramatic experience and training to this
abode of theatrical magic.

The audience at the Hamner is primarily local, from
Nelson and Augusta Counties, although the variety of resi-
dents at our Wintergreen Community has offered the op-
portunity to expand their horizons. This nonprofit theater
needs the support of the community and it, in turn, consid-
ers itself fortunate to be able to give back to the community
through the excellence of its productions. The size of the
theater lends itself to intimacy, and the inexpensive tickets
of $10.00 allows the theater to be available to all. The
Hamner is dedicated to producing new and newly-adapted
plays as well as to developing new work for the theater. In
the summer, they hold an annual Earl Hamner Play-
wrights Conference where 8-10 playwrights are in resi-
dence for three weeks. Peter Coy has written about 25-30
plays, one of which, A House in the Country, won the
Helen Hayes Award for the Outstanding New Play in
the DC area in 2001. The theater also does joint produc-
tion of professional theater with other theaters in the area
such as the Charter Theater in DC.

To date, | have seen two productions at the Ham-
ner, | Can’t Hear You When the Water’'s Running by Robert
Anderson, a hilarious set of four comedies, and Am | Black
Enough Yet?, an original play by Clinton A. Johnson devel-
oped in part at the Earl Hamner Playwrights Conference.
The latter of these two plays presents a timely and appro-
priate discussion of race in our country. Both of these pro-
ductions “wowed me”. | love theater, and | pride myself on
attending some of the best in the DC area regularly includ-
ing Arena Stage, Olney Theater, and the Shakespeare
Theater. But our own Nellysford/Afton can compete with
any of them for excellence. | encourage you to wind your
way down the mountain to experience one of these produc-
tions or perhaps for an evening of music, food, and wine at
one of the Hamner's Cabaret Performances. | can as-
sure you that you won't regret your escapade.

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April Days and the Coming Flowers

All through April on the mountain, fog lifted and de-
scended and incredibly beautiful days came and
went. By April 25th, the service berry tree by my win-
dow filled with angular blooms; the red leaves only
unfold after the
long, white flower
petals open wide.
All of its relatives
'| punctuated the
woods with white,
their thirty feet
height sparkling
out among the

y| dark and leafless
V| larger trees. After
| the rosy sky of
dawn faded, a
pale yellow light
showed behind
the roof of the ridge house on Cooper's Vantage,
gleaming below a mauve cloud. And, as | watched,
without feeling one sense of motion, the earth rotated
a degree more and revealed the orb of the sun in the
east. The woods brightened; the backdrop of the
service berries gained the colors of reddish maples,
chartreuse greens of the occasional tulip poplar tree,
the thickening yellow catkins of the black birch. The
two and a half inches of rain that had fallen washed
clean the deep rich green leaves of the rhododen-
drons and mountain laurels, and turned the path
mosses a velvety emerald green.

Some of the spring ephemerals have already
come and gone: bloodroot, round leafed yellow vio-
lets, spring beauties, cut-leafed toothwort, and star

chickweed. Soon after come the blue violets, trillium, bell-
worts, meadow-rues, wood anemones, wild geranium, Alle-
gheny buttercups, Solomon's seal, smooth rock cress, cinque-
foil, rosy twisted stalk, -- nature's whole panoply of wildflowers
that thrive before the leaves unfold in early summer. Around
our streams, the massed tiny yellow flowers of the spice bush
brighten the gray woods. In early May, the smaller trees, dog-
woods, hop-hornbeams, striped maples, and the fringe trees
will flower, and by June, buds of the rhododendron, laurels,
and blueberries will open.

Finally, in June the Nature Preserve will harbor the flow-
ers of the Jack (and Jill)-in-the-Pulpits, golden ragwort, tassel-
rue, wild sarsaparilla, plume lily, white Clintonia, honewort,
heart-leafed Alexander, meadow parsnip, Bowman's root and
wild yam root. Flowers will bloom on many shrubs: Allegheny
minnie-bushes, azaleas, winterberries, and maple-leafed
viburnum. On the dry sunnier mountain slopes, some of these
plants will also bloom but more than likely you'll be able to see
the whites of fly-poison, Allegheny blackberries, wild stone-
crop, Virginia waterleaf, as well as the yellows of the pimper-
nel and whorled loosestrife. The bluets, blue-eyed grass, pas-
ture roses, columbines, wild licorice, spiderwort and the brown
hare figwort will all be waiting for you.

I've mentioned this before, but now is the time to bend
down and pull from the damp, cold, yielding April earth hand-
fuls of roots of the invasive non-natives that can crowd out the
wildflowers. Dandelions, plantains, the long strong roots of
crown vetch, the matted tangles of Japanese stilt grass, the
spreading garlic mustards and invasive cresses. Their hardi-
ness and early green leaves make it easy to spot them in the
brown leaf litter. Later in the spring, | will sow wildflower
seeds in the loosened soil. To quote my gardening friend in
Pennsylvania, pull a weed, plant a flower.

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WILD BEARS GONE DOMESTIC
N On April 18" and 21 of this year, the Win-

el tergreen Police Department responded to its
{ first two Black-Bear complaints of the year.
The bears were shopping for food around
the dumpsters; the first sighting was late at

%= night and the second was just before sun-
rise. In 2007, Wintergreen police officers responded to
130 Bear complaints within the mountain resort com-
munity. Thirty of these incidents involved bears that
had entered residences, which were occupied by home
owners or guests in most instances. Fortunately, the
bears were not interested in the occupants, for they just
wanted to raid the kitchen areas for food.

What caused the bear intrusions? We did in part, the
citizens of the community. How? By not securing
trash, grills, bird feeders, pet food, windows and doors,
to name a few. Nature was the other culprit by not pro-
viding enough feeding vegetation for the bears, due to
late freezes in the spring of the year. This article is a
reminder to all of us to simply do the right things. | be-
lieve we can all work together to help prevent bear in-
trusions and to educate others, by following a few basic
rules as outlined below.

If you observe a bear on your property or in the com-
munity, back away slowly and calmly to a safe area and
call 911. Speak in a peaceful voice to alert the bear
that you are human being, and do not stare at the ani-
mal. Prevent doing anything that could entice or agi-
tate the bear. The following tips (in-part) are offered by
the Department of Game and Inland Fisheries, and can
be found on their website at: http://
www.daqif.virginia.gov/wildlife/bear/:

Secure your garbage and take it to the dumpsters
frequently, and fasten the latches and chains on
the dumpsters. Let's work together to help make
the dumpsters bear-proof.

Remove birdfeeders spring through fall. Remem-
ber, the bears are now active. Last year, the bear
complaints were both day and night, April through
November.

Pick-up uneaten pet food, and clean outdoor cook-
ing grills after each use.

Lastly, and this is our strong recommendation,
Secure your windows and doors always this time of
the year. This includes doors leading from the
deck, regardless of the height from the ground, for
bears are excellent climbers. Numerous 2007
complaints consisted of bears entering through
opened, screened windows and doors (latched and
unlatched).
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Tuckahoe Club House Update

Our new club house is becoming very popular! There are
currently 9 resident organizations/clubs using the facility
one or more times every week and the Fire Department
and Rescue Squad use it several times a month for train-
ing and meetings. Regular usage is well over twenty
hours per week.

The good news is that we definitely need and use our club
house, the bad news is that it is not big enough for many
of our events. We recently have had to schedule events
at other facilities outside of Wintergreen in order to ac-
commodate our expanding community. Long term plans
for Tuckahoe include expansion, but this requires funding.

We are working on ways to convert Tuckahoe to a 501c
(3), so that fundraising and donations will become more
feasible. In the meantime, we will have small fundraising
events, starting with a presentation on May19 at 7:30pm
in the Tuckahoe club house. Marshall Faintich will pre-
sent some of the wonderful photos he has taken of birds
at Wintergreen. Check out details in article on page five.

We do have some wonderful improvements in the works
for the short term. The fundraising committee for Tucka-
hoe raised enough money last year to pay for almost half
of the cost of a 25’ x 40’ patio (we will use fundraising
events to pay for remainder). The patio will be placed
outside of the kitchen and is being sized so that long term
it could be the foundation for a nice addition. In the mean-
time, we will place a tent over the patio for special events.
We are also investigating ways to expand/improve the
kitchen which currently does not facilitate preparing food
for a large crowd.

If you haven't visited the library at Tuckahoe, be sure to
stop in. There is a wonderful selection of books and
check out is based on the honor system. Be sure to come
in the side entrance, so you do not disturb the children
during school hours.

New County Recycling Rules Affect
Wintergreen Resort

Nelson County has recently selected a new recycling facility
which will change some of the recycling rules on the mountain.
Your LINK Editor talked with Susan McSwain, the Nelson
County Solid Waste/Recycling Coordinator, on May 9th and
learned that the new rules are driven by economics. The most
cost effective recycling comes from corrugated cardboard and
metal food cans (which does not include aluminum foil or pie
pans.) According to Susan, glass is no longer economically fea-
sible to recycle. Luckily, glass is inert and does not pollute the
land, water or air. Lidless EMPTY plastic containers with recy-
cle numbers 1-7 can now be recycled, as can paper (but corru-
gated cardboard and other paper must be separated.)
